The normal entry price for ticket’s purchased online in advance is £12 per person
(on the gate £14) - as part of our special package, the price to your member’s is
£11 each, which also includes a programme per car, valued at £2. 

The Vintage Sports-Car Club meeting, and the British Championship weekend
have a different pricing structure for entry ticket’s and programmes. If you wish
to attend these meeting’s, we will be happy to provide you with a bespoke quote.

 12/12.30pm      Lunch break 
 1.30/2.00pm     Timed competition runs commence – 2 runs per driver ** 
 5pm                    End of the meeting 

Please note, these timing’s are subject to change due to incident’s on the hill
affecting the running order

** Some motor clubs operate a “one practice run/three timed run” format, in
which case timed competition runs commence mid-morning – check the website
for details. 

There is free access all day to the paddock for a close look at the car’s – our
sport is very friendly, and the drivers will be happy to chat and answer your
question’s. 

We also offer a good selection of food and refreshment’s available in the bottom
paddock.
